SandcastlesSandcastlesSandcastles      
Jesus and I don’t always see eye to eye, especially when it comes 

to building in the sand.  I grew up singing the Sunday School 

song about the wise man and the foolish man: 
 

“The wise man built his house upon the Rock, (repeat 3X) 

And the rains came tumbling down.  

The rains came down and the floods came up, (repeat 3X) 

But the house on the Rock stood firm. 

The foolish man built his house upon the sand, (repeat 3X) 

And the rains came tumbling down.  

The rains came down and the floods came up, (repeat 3X) 

And the house on the sand went crash!” 
 

 This song is based upon Matthew 7: 24-27, where Jesus says 

that only the foolish build upon the sand.  Well, call me foolish 

then, because that is one of my most beloved hobbies – building 

sandcastles.  Now that the summer is upon us, you may find me 

on one or more of the weekend days at Oakland Beach with my 

sand toys, building a sandcastle.  I’ve been doing so since my 

high school days on the beaches of California.   

 Over the years I learned some important life lessons as I’ve 

played in the sand. I’d like to share a few of them with you. 

 1) When asked by an observer, “Are you working off of a 

plan?” the answer is “No.”  No two are ever alike.  It is a 

reminder to me that sometimes we need to allow space for 

God’s Spirit to be at work within us, leading us to new 

things and places and ways of being that we may never 

have planned for. 

 2) When asked by children if they can help (even my own 

over the years), the answer is “No, thank you.” I learned 

that I need some things in my life in which I can take ref-

uge and be renewed and refreshed, and that it’s okay if that 

is an individual activity and not shared. 

 3) People sometimes say, “That’s a lot of work, only to have 

it washed away.”  Sandcastles remind me that nothing in 

life, even my own life, is permanent.  As the hymn says, 

“Time, like an ever rolling stream, bears all our years 

away…”  Just because it will be washed away, doesn’t 

mean that it isn’t worth investing in, whether it is a 

sandcastle, a relationship, a life. 

 4) When I am finished building, I like to sit in my chair and 

look at what I have created.  There is some sense, for me, 

of it feeling like, “and on the seventh day he rested…” As 

Kohelet writes in Ecclesiastes 3:12-13: “12I know that there 

is nothing better for them than to be happy and enjoy them-

selves as long as they live; 13moreover, it is God’s gift that 

all should eat and drink and take pleasure in all their toil.” 

 5) The final lesson that I’ve learned over the years is to share.  

While I may not want others to share in the building pro-

cess with me, I do enjoy sharing the fruit of my labor.  So 

what I most often do, when I am done looking at my 

sandcastle and as I prepare to leave the beach, is to find a 

child, or some children, who have been watching me build.  

I tell them that they are welcome to play with the sand-

castle.  Parents often tell the children not to touch it or 

break it.  I tell them that it’s okay. For there is also joy to 

be found on the face of a five-year-old who runs full speed 

to jump into the center of a sandcastle.  While the waves 

may lap at the walls, and slowly bring it down, they cannot 

match the joy of a child creating a new mound of sand out 

of an old sandcastle. 

 May God give to you an opportunity for re-creation and         

 renewal this summer.

Clothes! 
 

One unpublicized part of RPC’s exten-

sive prison ministry is the collection 

of clothes for distribution to men 

when they are released from prison, 

often with not much more than a couple of pairs of jeans and 

some work shirts.  Due to extremely generous donations of 

clothes from the people of RPC we are able to give them cloth-

ing fit for interviewing for a job, working, and for leisure time.   

 It is a wonderful sight to see a man come in with slumping 

shoulders and bowed head and, after finding a suit that fits him, 

go out standing tall and proud.  Clothes may not really make the 

man, but they do help make the man feel better about himself.   

 The clothes are given to men from Exodus Transitional Com-

munity, a leading re-entry program RPC has supported since its 

inception over 20 years ago, as well as to participants in our 

own Coming Home program—who have their own “Dress for 

Success” night as part of their program.   

 On June 14, Exodus came to RPC and left with dozens of suits, 

jackets, and slacks plus work and dress shirts, ties, and an occa-

sional belt and shoes.  Enough clothes to fill a car full to the 

brim.  On the same day, Claire Hurst, Social Worker for Com-

ing Home, took another carload for “Navigating Fatherhood,” a 

program in Mount Vernon and Yonkers helping young men 16 

to 24 being released from County Jail.  For the generosity of the 

RPC congregation, Exodus, Coming Home, Navigating Father-

hood and their returning citizens are deeply grateful.   

 Now that our “Clothes Closet” is depleted, we would welcome 

additional donations to replenish our stock.

This year some of our three-year-old class 

investigations shared a common thread: An 

interest in different parts of the animal    

kingdom!  

Arachnophobia! 

No way . . . not at 

RPNS! Back in 

January, the after-

noon threes in 

Mrs. Fiore's and 

Mrs. Zambrano's 

class discovered 

baby spiders in 

our outdoor space 

trying to escape 

from the cold. 

The children put 

the baby spiders in a bowl that traveled back 

to their classroom so they could watch them 

develop. They discovered that if they touched 

the protective plastic on top of the bowl, they 

could see the spider's legs move. The chil-

dren were very curious about the spiders and 

had so many questions that they wanted an-

swered. Mrs. Fiore and Mrs. Zambrano   

eagerly placed non-fiction reading material 

about spiders on a table in the classroom for 

the children to explore. Throughout the day, 

the teachers sat with small groups of children 

to find out different facts on spiders. Mrs. 

Fiore and Mrs. 

Zambrano recog-

nized that the stu-

dents were satisfied 

with the reading 

materials since they 

were gaining lots of 

knowledge on spi-

ders, but also realized the children's excite-

ment was at the highest level when they were 

observing the baby spiders in the jar! 

 Mrs. Walter, the RPNS Studio teacher, 

learned about the children's interest in spiders 

and she discovered a program that could 

travel to our school to provide a hands-on 

experience for the children. The class was 

very excited about their visit from the natu-

ralist, and they brainstormed questions they 

had for "The Spider Lady." The day arrived 

for the spider visit and "The Spider Lady" 

joined the children in their classroom and 

shared several different spiders with the 

class. They varied from stick bugs, Madagas-

car cockroaches, snails, scorpions, and    

TARANTULAS! The children continue to be 

very passionate and knowledgeable about 

spiders. It was a rich adventure for the class! 

 Animals are a 

fascination for so 

many young chil-

dren. In Mrs. 

Mytych's and Mrs. 

Wardle's class, an 

interest in wood-

land creatures was 

discovered. It all 

started with a baby 

fawn that was intro-

duced to the group of classroom puppets. 

This new addition created a curiosity about 

creatures in the woodlands. In order to sup-

port this interest, the teachers placed some 

small play animals in a box displayed with 

grass and rocks. The children were very ex-

cited about their play with this special box. 

The teachers recognized that the students 

would benefit from extending the woodland 

creature play to the larger sensory table 

space. They added pieces of real bark from 

trees, and recycled materials such as spools 

were used to create elevation spaces for the 

woodland creatures' adventures! 

 The class continued to study the woodland 

creatures and their habitats. The teachers 

used literature to teach the children different 

facts about their animals of interest. The chil-

dren shared favorite animals and they each 

selected one to explore further. Each child 

had the opportunity to be an author of their 

very own woodland creature story. They 

drew a picture of a woodland creature of their 

choice, and the teachers documented the 

children's words about the animal. The chil-

dren combined their knowledge of their 

woodland creature with their creativity! The 

students shared their stories with their friends 

at meeting time and the group actively     

listened to one another. 

 Throughout this investigation, the class-

room environment transformed into a wood-

land forest! The dramatic play area included 

a tent, trees, birds, stumps, moss, and forest 

creature puppets. It was a magical place for 

the children to explore! In order to provide a 

hands-on experience with real life animals, 

Ms. Courtney from Nature of Things visited 

the students. The children were able to see 

(and sometimes touch) some animals that live 

in forests across the world. A quail, hedge-

hog, milk snake, and a bunny were some of 

the creatures that visited RPNS. The children 

were thrilled with this opportunity to engage 

with real animals, and they vividly remem-

bered the experience as they talked about it 

with their peers, teachers, and parents.
